Overview:

 Life Skills Development 

 Clinical Support (Individual and Group Counseling)  

 Field Trips 

 Civic Engagement and Leadership 

Tutors who have experience with middle and high school level math are needed on Tuesday, Wednesday 
or Thursday afternoons from 3:30-5pm.

 Assist teens with homework assignments 

 Help improve skills in identified areas of need 

 Develop activities and practice sets in areas where teens are struggling academically 

Qualifications: 

 Experience working with adolescents  

 Knowledge of middle and high school level math 

 Respect for confidentiality  

 Patience and understanding 

 Available once a week on Tuesday, Wednesday or Thursday afternoons from 3:30-5pm
